	Notable Sexual Identity, Experienced Homophobia Patterns

	1
	Primarily gay/homosexual/same-gender loving/queer. Experienced some forms of homophobia (median 14/25). Compared to most other classes, occasionally experienced most microaggressions, more frequently experienced direct homophobia.

	2
	Entirely bisexual. Experienced nearly all forms of homophobia (median 24/25).

	3
	Mostly heterosexual/straight, same-gender loving. Experienced nearly all forms of homophobia (median 24/25).

	4
	Entirely bisexual. Experienced almost no forms of homophobia (median 1/25).

	5
	Experienced nearly all forms of homophobia (median 24/25).

	6
	Experienced nearly all forms of homophobia (median 23/25).

	7
	Experienced few forms of homophobia (median 3/25). Though relatively low, most common experiences were microaggressions and police harassment.

	Significant associations between classes and sexual identities and experienced homophobia using Fisher’s exact test bolded. Descriptions are based on significant differences across classes.

Classes were not significantly characterized by poly, pan, or two-spirit sexual identities.
