Footnotes "

Data will be updated daily as soon as they are reviewed and veri!ed, oftentimes before 8 pm ET. However, daily updates
might be delayed due to delays in reported data.

SARS-CoV-2 RNA percent change calculations
The percent change in SARS-CoV-2 RNA levels is presented. Percent change is calculated as the modeled change over a 15-day
interval, based on linear regression of log-transformed SARS-CoV-2 levels. Percent change for 15-day intervals containing fewer
than 2 samples is listed as “No recent data” and is colored gray on the map. SARS-CoV-2 RNA levels are wastewater
concentrations that have been normalized for wastewater composition. Normalization is based on wastewater $ow rate and
population for liquid wastewater samples, and by human fecal content measurements for sludge samples. See the NWSS Data
Analytics page for more information.

SARS-CoV-2 RNA detection proportion calculations
The detection proportion of SARS-CoV-2 RNA in wastewater is presented. The detection proportion is the percent calculated by
dividing the 15-day rolling sum of SARS-CoV-2 detections by the 15-day rolling sum of the number of tests for each sewershed
and multiplying by 100. Sewersheds with at least one test and no detections over the past 15 days are listed as “Non-detects”
and are shown as hollow circles with a black outline on the map. Detection proportion for 15-day intervals containing no
samples is listed as “No recent data” and is colored gray on the map.

SARS-CoV-2 RNA detection proportion categories
Non-detect is de!ned as no SARS-CoV-2 detections among all tests in the 15-day interval during which at least one test was
performed.

County-level data
The geographic area contributing wastewater to a sampling location is called a “sewershed”. Sampling locations may be at
wastewater treatment plants or upstream in the sewage network. Sewersheds may cross county or state boundaries. This
means multiple sewersheds may serve a single county, and a single sewershed may serve multiple counties.

Data subject to change
Wastewater disease surveillance data presented are best available data and are subject to change. These data may be
incomplete for the most recent 2-week period due to processing and reporting delays. All data are provisional.

Sewershed locations
Data are plotted in the ZIP code of the sampling location, so points on the map do not correspond exactly to sampling
locations. The District of Columbia (DC) is shown separately on the map to denote sampling locations within the District of
Columbia. In the "State or Territory" selection dropdown, select "District of Columbia" to zoom to points reported within that
jurisdiction. Please note some DC sampling locations may receive wastewater from parts of counties in Virginia or Maryland. All
counties represented by a sampling location are highlighted when the sampling location point is selected.

Data suppression

Data from sewersheds with population less than 3,000 are not shown
Data from sewersheds where population estimates are missing are not shown
Data from facility/institution-speci!c sewersheds are not shown
Wastewater treatment plant names and the names of upstream sampling sites are anonymized using an arbitrary
number
Data from sewersheds suppressed by reporting jurisdictions are not shown

Data sources
Data displayed are derived from two sources. First, data are submitted to CDC by state, tribal, local, and territorial (STLT) health
departments participating in the National Wastewater Surveillance System. Second, data are generated through a CDC-
managed contract for commercial testing, which is intended to supplement the geographic coverage of the STLT wastewater
surveillance programs.

Laboratory methods
SARS-CoV-2 RNA concentrations in wastewater are quanti!ed using reverse transcriptase quantitative polymerase chain
reaction (RT-qPCR) or reverse transcriptase droplet digital polymerase chain reaction (RT-ddPCR). Laboratory processing and
quanti!cation methods may vary between sampling sites or, less commonly, within a sampling site over time. Since SARS-CoV-
2 concentration estimates may di#er across these lab methods, concentration values are not provided here. Instead, percent
change in SARS-CoV-2 RNA levels is provided since this relative measure is comparable across lab methods. A SARS-CoV-2 test
is considered to be detected when any PCR replicates for the sample were positive, de!ned for RT-qPCR as a Ct value less than
40 and for RT-ddPCR as 3 or more positive droplets/partitions.

Data download
