This webpage presents data on COVID-19 cases with information on pregnancy status reported to CDC.
COVID-19 is a nationally noti!able disease and reporting cases to CDC is supported by routine case
noti!cation through the National Noti!able Diseases Surveillance System (NNDSS), as well as resources
provided through the CDC COVID-19 response.

As of March 2022, CDC no longer recommends universal case investigation and contact tracing and
recommends that health department jurisdictions prioritize speci!c settings and groups at increased risk.
In addition, a decreasing number of case reports include information on pregnancy status. For these
reasons CDC will stop reporting data on this page on July 19th, 2022.

Data were not available to distinguish hospitalization for COVID-19-related indications, such as worsening respiratory status, from hospital

admission for pregnancy-related indications, such as delivery.
Abbreviation: ICU, intensive care unit; ECMO, extracorporeal membrane oxygenation, an advanced life support technique used for patients

with life-threatening heart and/or lung problems.

About the Data: 

All data on this page come from case reports submitted by U.S. jurisdictions through the National Noti!able Diseases
Surveillance System (NNDSS). Fewer than 20% of case reports currently include information on pregnancy status.
Therefore, these numbers do not represent all people with COVID-19 who are pregnant in the U.S. and must be
interpreted with caution. Changes in the total number of cases of COVID-19 among people who are pregnant are
largely due to the updating of pregnancy status among already reported cases. Case numbers reported on other
websites may di"er from what is posted on CDC’s website because CDC’s overall case numbers are validated through
a con!rmation process with each jurisdiction. Di"erences between reporting jurisdictions and CDC’s website may
occur due to the timing of reporting and website updates. The process used for !nding and con!rming cases reported
by other sites may di"er. Case counts may #uctuate from week to week due to data quality and cleaning processes. 

Since October 2020, CDC has excluded reports of COVID-19 cases younger than age 9 and older than age 54 in the
weekly reporting of people with COVID-19 who are pregnant. Based on review of data quality, cases reported as
pregnant with ages younger than 9 or older than 54 are less likely to be true pregnancies, and more likely to be data
errors. Cases with unknown age are still included.
