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▪ October 12, 2022: FDA granted emergency use authorization (EUA) for:
– Use of Moderna bivalent COVID-19 vaccine boosters in children ages 6–17 years
– Use of Pfizer-BioNTech bivalent COVID-19 vaccine boosters in children ages 5–11 years

▪ Also on October 12, 2022: CDC recommended use of updated (bivalent) COVID-
19 boosters in people ages 5 years and older
