Data will update on Thursday's as soon as they are reviewed and verified, oftentimes before 8 pm ET. Updates will occur the
following day when reporting coincides with a federal holiday. Note: Weekly updates might be delayed due to delays in
reporting.

CDC is transitioning the reporting cadence of COVID-19 aggregate case and death data for jurisdictions and counties from a
daily cadence to a weekly cadence beginning the week of October 18, 2022. As a result of this reporting change, all charts,
graphs, and tables that source data from COVID-19 aggregate case and death data will be updated once a week. For
additional guidance, please consult the FAQs addressing this reporting cadence change on the CDC website.

Data posted on COVID Data Tracker may vary from data on jurisdictional websites due to when data are reported to CDC.

The COVID-19 case and death surveillance data reported by jurisdictions to CDC are subject to change. These data,
featured on COVID Data Tracker and within Data.CDC.gov datasets, may be incomplete for recent days due to processing
and reporting delays. All data are provisional.

*Counts for New York City and New York State are shown separately for case and death metrics; data for New York State case
and death metrics are for the state excluding data for New York City. Testing, Vaccine, and Hospital metrics for New York State
include data for New York City.

Hospital and other COVID data from Louisiana and Mississippi are expected to be less complete due to Hurricane Ida. Some
facilities in these areas may still report information; however, reporting will be greatly impacted.

Data Sources, References & Notes:

The case classifications for COVID-19, a nationally notifiable disease, are described in an updated COVID-19 position
statement and case definition issued by the Council of State and Territorial Epidemiologists. However, there is some
variation in how jurisdictions implement these case classifications. More information on how CDC collects COVID-19 case
surveillance data can be found at FAQ: COVID-19 Data and Surveillance.
Total cases are based on aggregate counts of COVID-19 cases reported by state and territorial jurisdictions to the Centers
for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) since January 21, 2020, with the exception of persons repatriated to the United
States from Wuhan, China, and Japan. All displayed counts include confirmed COVID-19 cases and deaths as reported by
U.S. states, U.S. territories, New York City (NYC), and the District of Columbia from the previous day. In accordance with the
CSTE definition of COVID-19 cases and deaths, counts for many jurisdictions include both confirmed and probable COVID-
19 cases and deaths. COVID-19 case and death data that are not available to CDC are denoted by N/A.
Rates per 100,000 are calculated as the total cases or deaths per 100,000 people using the US Census Bureau Population
Estimates Program (2019 Vintage).

Cases and Deaths:

CDC uses various methods to gather aggregate case and death data from states, territories, and other jurisdictions’ health
departments. Learn more at?About CDC Case and Death COVID-19 Data. The methods and frequency of data reporting
varies by jurisdiction. The dates used to document case and death incidences also vary. 
CDC’s overall COVID-19 case and death numbers are validated through a confirmation process with each jurisdiction.
COVID-19 case and death numbers reported on other websites may differ from what is posted on the CDC COVID Data
Tracker due to the timing of reporting and COVID Data Tracker updates. CDC COVID-19 counts from previous dates may be
continually revised as more records are received and processed. Not all jurisdictions report counts weekly; some counts
are reported in batches and may increase COVID-19 case and death counts at different intervals and appear as spikes. The
process used for finding and confirming COVID-19 cases and deaths displayed by other sites may differ. 
CDC also is working closely with states and jurisdictions to incorporate their?historical data. The number of historical cases
and deaths presented on CDC’s website reflects the information provided by the states and jurisdictions. Weekly Case and
Death plots will not include historical counts as reported by a jurisdiction. Historical cases and deaths are still reflected in
the cumulative totals at the state and national levels.

Aggregate Surveillance Methodology:

As of October 20, 2022, CDC will use the sum of jurisdictions’ county-level COVID-19 case and death totals to generate the
official aggregate case and death counts for each jurisdiction. These will then be summed to determine the official
national case and death counts. This differs from what was done previously, where jurisdictions used a separate process
for reporting jurisdiction-level totals which served as their official counts and were then summed to determine the official
national counts.

Aggregate COVID-19 case and death surveillance offers high-level information about case and death totals. The steps
used to gather these data can be found on the FAQ: COVID-19 Data and Surveillance page.
COVID-19 aggregate case and death data are organized in a time series that includes cumulative number of cases and
deaths as reported by a jurisdiction on a given date. Daily new case and death counts are calculated as the day-to-day
change in reported cumulative cases and deaths (i.e., newly reported cases and deaths = cumulative number of
cases/deaths reported this week minus the cumulative total reported the week before.
Please note that jurisdictional reporting methods are subject to change. These changes can cause artificial data
fluctuations on COVID Data Tracker.
Cases and deaths are based on date of report and not on the date of symptom onset. CDC calculates rates by using
denominator data provided by the US Census Bureau Population Estimates Program.

Case and Death Speci!c Footnotes:

May 4, 2023: Due to a backlog of historic COVID-19 cases being reported this week, case rates for some counties in
Indiana, including Jay, Lawrence, Orange, and White Counties, will appear higher than expected in the COVID-19
Community Level data released on May 04, 2023. This could lead to the COVID-19 Community Levels and Community
Transmission for these counties being overestimated and should be interpreted with caution.

May 4, 2023:  The following jurisdictions were unable to report aggregate case and death data to CDC: Florida, Iowa, and
Mississippi.  As a result, case and death metrics will be reported as 0 or N/A in COVID Data Tracker's May 04, 2023, release.
COVID-19 Community Levels and Community Transmission metrics may be underestimated and should be interpreted
with caution.

April 27, 2023:  The following jurisdictions were unable to report aggregate case and death data to CDC: Florida, Iowa and
Pennsylvania.  As a result, case and death metrics will be reported as 0 or N/A in COVID Data Tracker's April 27, 2023,
release. COVID-19 Community Levels and Community Transmission metrics may be underestimated and should be
interpreted with caution.

April 27, 2023: Due to a backlog of historic COVID-19 cases being reported this week, aggregate case counts in Louisiana
counties may appear higher than expected in COVID Data Tracker’s April 27, 2023, release. COVID-19 Community Levels
and Community Transmission metrics may be overestimated and should be interpreted with caution.   

April 27, 2023: Due to a backlog of historic COVID-19 cases being reported this week, case rates for many counties in
Indiana will appear higher than expected in the COVID-19 Community Level data released on April 27, 2023. This could
lead to the COVID-19 Community Levels and Community Transmission for these counties being overestimated and should
be interpreted with caution.

April 20, 2023: The following jurisdictions were unable to report aggregate case and death data to CDC: Arkansas, Florida,
Iowa, Mississippi, and Pennsylvania.  As a result, case and death metrics will be reported as 0 or N/A in COVID Data
Tracker's April 20, 2023, release. COVID-19 Community Levels and Community Transmission metrics may be
underestimated and should be interpreted with caution.

April 13, 2023: Due to ongoing technical improvements in Florida’s surveillance system, the Florida Department of Health
has requested a temporary pause on submitting COVID-19 data which went into effect during the COVID Data Tracker
release on March 30, 2023. As a result, case and death metrics will be reported as 0 until reporting can resume. Therefore,
the COVID-19 Community Levels and Community Transmission levels for all Florida counties may be underestimated and
should be interpreted with caution. 

April 6, 2023: Due to ongoing technical improvements in Florida’s surveillance system, the Florida Department of Health
has requested a temporary pause on submitting COVID-19 data to CDC. As a result, case and death metrics will be
reported as 0 in COVID Data Tracker’s April 6, 2023, release. Therefore, the COVID-19 Community Levels and Community
Transmission levels for all Florida counties may be underestimated and should be interpreted with caution.

April 6, 2023: Due to a technical issue, aggregate death counts for all Washington counties will appear higher than
expected in COVID Data Tracker’s April 6, 2023, release. As a result, they should be interpreted with caution. Aggregate
death counts at the state level are not affected. 

April 6, 2023: Due to changes in Oklahoma’s COVID-19 surveillance system, aggregate case and death data reported on
COVID Data Tracker for March 30, 2023, are based on 14 days’ worth of data instead of the customary 7 days. Aggregate
data at both the state and county levels are affected. Therefore, aggregate case and death counts may be overestimated
and should be interpreted with caution.  

April 6, 2023: Due to data processing delays, Mississippi was unable to report aggregate case and death data to CDC. As a
result, case and death metrics will be reported as 0 in COVID Data Tracker's April 6, 2023, release. COVID-19 Community
Levels and Community Transmission metrics may be underestimated and should be interpreted with caution. 

As of April 1st, 2023, the state of Iowa no longer reports aggregate COVID-19 case or death data to CDC. As a result,
aggregate counts from Iowa will no longer be reported at the national, regional, state or county-levels on COVID Data
Tracker or data.cdc.gov. For additional information, please see the press release published by the Iowa Department of
Health and Human Services.

March 31, 2023: CDC and Texas have worked together to accurately reflect aggregate case data reconciliation efforts
performed by the state on COVID Data Tracker. The current update reflects changes the jurisdiction has made to their
state-level trend data. 

March 23, 2023: Due to technical difficulties, Indiana's aggregate case and death data will be reported as 0. As a result,
case and death metrics will appear lower than expected in COVID Data Tracker's March 23, 2023, release. COVID-19
Community Levels and Community Transmission metrics may be underestimated and should be interpreted with caution.

March 23, 2023: CDC is working together with colleagues from the Texas Department of State Health Services to
accurately reflect the results of a 2021 reconciliation process for COVID-19 cases and deaths. As of the data collection
deadline, a solution was not able to be finalized. Texas’s aggregate case and death data will be reported as 0. As a result,
case and death metrics will appear lower than expected in COVID Data Tracker’s March 23, 2023, release. COVID-19
Community Levels and Community Transmission metrics may be underestimated and should be interpreted with caution.

March 23, 2023: Due to maintenance to Arkansas’s COVID-19 dashboard, aggregate case and death data will be reported
as 0. As a result, case and death metrics will appear lower than expected in COVID Data Tracker’s March 23, 2023, release.
COVID-19 Community Levels and Community Transmission metrics may be underestimated and should be interpreted
with caution.

March 23, 2023: The case counts reported for Florida at the state and county levels may be artificially increased due to a
technical issue; CDC is working with Florida Department of Health officials to address the potential issue.  Because no
counties are reporting case rates above the threshold of 200 cases per 100,000 population, COVID-19 Community Level
classifications are unaffected. However, Community Transmission metrics may be impacted for several counties across
the state and should be interpreted with caution. 

February 16, 2023: Due to a reporting cadence change, Maine’s aggregate case data may contain less than the customary
7 days’ worth of data in COVID Data Tracker’s February 16, 2023, release. Therefore, COVID-19 Community Levels and
Community Transmission metrics may be underestimated and should be interpreted with caution.

January 25, 2023: COVID Data Tracker publications between October 27, 2022, and January 25, 2023, included an
aggregation error which affected regional level plots and data tables for cumulative cases, cumulative deaths, total cases
per 100,000, and total deaths per 100,000. This issue has been addressed and the corrected data are now provided.
Metrics at the national and state-level were not affected.

January 19, 2023: Due to a reporting cadence issue, Mississippi’s aggregate case and death data will be calculated based
on 14 days’ worth of data instead of the customary 7 days in COVID Data Tracker’s January 19, 2023, release. Therefore,
COVID-19 Community Levels and Community Transmission metrics may be overestimated and should be interpreted with
caution.

January 12, 2023: Due to data processing delays, Mississippi’s aggregate case and death data will be reported as 0. As a
result, case and death metrics will appear lower than expected in COVID Data Tracker’s January 12, 2023, release. COVID-
19 Community Levels and Community Transmission metrics may be underestimated and should be interpreted with
caution.

January 5, 2023: Due to North Carolina’s holiday reporting cadence, aggregate case and death data will contain 14 days’
worth of data instead of the customary 7 days. As a result, case and death metrics will appear higher than expected in
COVID Data Tracker’s January 5, 2023, release. COVID-19 Community Levels and Community Transmission metrics may be
overestimated and should be interpreted with caution.

December 29, 2022: Due to the holidays, CDC did not receive updated case and death data from the following
jurisdictions: District of Columbia, North Carolina, and Utah. As a result, case and death metrics within these jurisdictions
will be reported as 0 in the COVID Data Tracker update released on 12/29/2022.

December 29, 2022: CDC’s aggregate COVID-19 case and death surveillance can be susceptible to artificial trends around
widely observed holidays because of changes in reporting cadence and other factors.

December 8, 2022: CDC’s aggregate COVID-19 case and death surveillance can be susceptible to artificial trends around
widely observed holidays because of changes in reporting cadence and other factors. For example, newly reported deaths
appear to be artificially inflated for the week of 12/1–12/7 compared to the prior week, likely because of reporting delays
during the Thanksgiving holiday. Longer term trend data show deaths are relatively stable over the past month. CDC is
reporting an average of 2,413 weekly deaths over the most recent two-weeks period (11/24–12/7) compared to 2,416
weekly deaths reported during the preceding two weeks (11/10–11/23). This change reflects a 0.1% decrease in reported
deaths during the most recent two-week period compared to the preceding two-week period.

December 7, 2022: CDC and North Dakota have worked together to resume aggregate COVID-19 death reporting on
COVID Data Tracker at the state level. North Dakota stopped reporting aggregate COVID-19 death data by county in April
2022; therefore, county-level death data are not presented.

March 30, 2022: The increases observed in Rhode Island’s COVID-19 death counts on 2/20/2021 and 3/2/2022 are due to
data validation and standard maintenance procedures.

Testing Data:

The data represent COVID-19 Nucleic Acid Amplification Test (NAAT) results, which include reverse transcriptase-polymerase
chain reaction (RT-PCR) tests from laboratories in the United States, including commercial and reference laboratories, public
health laboratories, hospital laboratories, and other testing locations. The data represent laboratory test totals-not individual
people-and exclude antibody and antigen tests. The data are provisional and subject to change. National total test counts reflect
the latest reported data from states and may not match the sum of the data presented for all jurisdictions. The data may also
not include results from all testing sites within a jurisdiction (e.g., point-of-care test sites) and therefore reflect the majority, but
not all, COVID-19 NAATs in the United States. Data are reported to state and jurisdictional health departments in accordance
with applicable state or local law and in accordance with the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act (CARES
Act Section 18115). The data for each state are sourced from either data submitted directly by the state health department via
COVID-19 electronic laboratory reporting (CELR), or a combination of commercial, public health, and in-house hospital
laboratories. The data are available for public use on HealthData.Gov. On October 27th, 2022, CDC moved to presenting the
weekly aggregated NAAT testing data with a 3-day lag. This 3-day lag for percent positivity and testing volume was implemented
for all NAAT testing data when presented in a weekly, aggregated form. Since Wednesday's data are not available until Saturday
due to this lag, the most recent week's testing data may appear as 'N/A' as the available data are from an incomplete week.

Testing Data update for September 1, 2021: WA has incomplete negative test result data, impacting testing volumes and percent
positivity.
Testing Data update for February 22, 2022: IA has incomplete negative test result data, impacting testing volumes and percent
positivity.
Testing Data update for September 15, 2022: NV sent updated testing data dating back to March 2020 after addressing data
cleaning issues.

Emergency Department Visit Data: These data are not available for Northern Mariana Islands, Guam, Palau, Puerto Rico, Virgin
Islands, California, Hawaii, Oklahoma, Minnesota, and Iowa.

Emergency Department (ED) visits captured through the National Syndromic Surveillance Program (NSSP) are being used to
monitor COVID-19-illness. NSSP is a collaboration among CDC, federal partners, local and state health departments, and
academic and private sector partners to collect, analyze, and share electronic patient encounter data received from multiple
health care settings. For insights into COVID-19 trends, visits that have a COVID-19 diagnosis associated with them are
monitored for a subset of emergency departments in 49 states. Each day, the percentage of ED visits for patients diagnosed with
COVID-19 is calculated nationally and for each state presented. We have introduced a 3-day lag in the data presented to allow
for backfilling to make the data more complete. Data presented on state websites may vary due to slight differences in the
definitions used for syndromes. Syndromes based on chief complaint and ICD Codes do not necessarily represent clinically
confirmed disease.

For some jurisdictions with a fewer number of overall visits reported to NSSP, rapid and large changes may appear in the data
displayed. For example, this can be observed in data points prior to facility onboarding that occurred in Wyoming (December
2020) and South Dakota (August 2020). <50% of facilities in California, Hawaii, Iowa, Minnesota, and Oklahoma participate in
NSSP and are not presented.

Data reporting methods for MO results in reduced completeness. A system upgrade has reduced OH reporting for all days since
January 1, 2021. A temporary data feed interruption is reducing NC reporting for recent days.

Data on doses of vaccine administered include data received by CDC as of 6:00 am ET on the day of reporting. Vaccination data
on the CDC COVID Data Tracker are updated daily between 1:30 pm and 8:00 pm ET. Updates will occur the following day when
reporting coincides with a federal holiday.

The number of vaccine administrations might be impacted on the most recent five days of reporting due to delays in reporting.
All reported numbers might change over time as historical data are reported to the CDC.
