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Commentary

The 2017 HIV Surveillance Report, published by

the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
(CDC), revealed that the annual rate of diagnoses of
HIV infection in the United States from 2012 through
2016 decreased. During 2012-2016, the rates of
diagnoses of HIV infection for persons aged 13—14
years and for persons aged 15—-19 years decreased, and
the rate for persons aged 2024 years remained stable.
In 2017, persons aged 13—24 years accounted for
21% of all diagnoses, with those aged 2024 years
having the second highest rate of diagnoses (28.7 per
100,000 population).

Adolescents and young adults in the United States
account for a substantial number of HIV infections.
Understanding the burden of HIV among different
subgroups of young persons can help HIV programs
to focus on populations and areas at greatest need for
HIV prevention and treatment services.

This surveillance supplemental report complements
the 2017 HIV Surveillance Report by presenting addi-
tional data on persons aged 13-24 years. In this
report, the term adolescents refers to persons aged
13—19 years, and the term young adults refers to per-
sons aged 2024 years. Numbers and rates of diagno-
ses of HIV infection during 2012-2017 are included
from all 50 states, the District of Columbia, and 6
U.S. dependent areas (American Samoa, Guam, the
Northern Mariana Islands, Puerto Rico, the Republic
of Palau, and the U.S. Virgin Islands).

REPORT FORMAT

Data in this report are presented for adolescents and
young adults whose HIV infection was diagnosed
during 2012-2017 as well as for adolescents and
young adults living with diagnosed HIV infection
(prevalence) at year-end for the years 2012-2016.

REPORT CHANGES

New to this report are tables that display stratifica-
tions by 2-year and 3-year age groups for adolescents
and young adults living with diagnosed HIV infection
(Tables 10a/b).

HIGHLIGHTS OF ANALYSES

All rates are per 100,000 population. The standard
used for reporting trends in numbers and rates of diag-
noses of HIV is an increase or a decrease of 5% or
more during the specified period (e.g., when compar-
ing 2012 and 2017). Exceptions to this standard were
made where numbers were small or rates were based
on small numbers (i.e., numbers less than 12).

Please read all table titles and footnotes carefully to
ensure a complete understanding of the displayed data.

Diagnoses of HIV Infection and Diagnoses of
Infection Classified as Stage 3 (AIDS)

Diagnoses of HIV infection

From 2012 through 2017, the annual number and rate
of diagnoses of HIV infection among adolescents and
young adults in the United States decreased (Table
l1a). In 2017, the rate was 15.9.

» Age group: From 2012 through 2017, the rates
for adolescents and young adults decreased. In
2017, the rate for adolescents was 6.0, and the
rate for young adults was 29.1.

* Race/ethnicity: From 2012 through 2017, the
rates for white adolescents increased. The rates
for black/African American and Hispanic/Latino
adolescents and adolescents of multiple races
decreased. In 2017, the rate for black/African
American adolescents (26.4) was nearly 5 times
the rate for Hispanic/Latino adolescents (5.5) and
more than 17 times the rate for white adolescents
(1.5). Please use caution when interpreting data
for American Indian/Alaska Native, Asians, and
Native Hawaiian/other Pacific Islander adoles-
cents: the numbers are small. From 2012 through
2017, the rates for Asian and white young adults
increased. The rates for American Indian/Alaska
Native, black/African American, and Hispanic/
Latino young adults and young adults of multiple
races decreased. In 2017, the rate for black/
African American young adults (100.3) was more
than 3 times the rate for Hispanic/Latino young
adults (32.3) and more than 9 times the rate for
white young adults (10.5). Please use caution
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when interpreting data for Native Hawaiian/other
Pacific Islander young adults: the numbers are
small.

Sex: From 2012 through 2017, the rates for female
adolescents, male young adults, and female young
adults decreased. The rate for male adolescents
remained stable. In 2017, the rate for male adoles-
cents (10.1) was more than 5 times that for female
adolescents (1.8), and the rate for male young
adults (49.8) was nearly 7 times that for female
young adults (7.2).

Males and transmission category: From 2012
through 2017, among male adolescents, the num-
ber of diagnosed infections attributed to male-to-
male sexual contact and injection drug use or
heterosexual contact decreased; the number of
infections attributed to male-to-male sexual con-
tact remained stable. Please use caution when
interpreting data for adolescents with infection
attributed to injection drug use: the numbers are
small. Among male young adults, the number of
infections attributed to male-to-male sexual con-
tact, male-to-male sexual contact and injection
drug use, or heterosexual contact decreased; the
number of infections attributed to injection drug
use remained stable. In 2017, diagnosed infec-
tions attributed to male-to-male sexual contact
accounted for 94% of diagnosed HIV infections
among male adolescents and 92% of diagnosed
HIV infections among male young adults.

Females and transmission category: From
2012 through 2017, among female adolescents,
the number of diagnosed infections attributed to
injection drug use or heterosexual contact
decreased. Among female young adults, the
number of diagnosed HIV infections attributed to
heterosexual contact decreased; the number of
infections attributed to injection drug use
remained stable. In 2017, diagnosed infections
attributed to heterosexual contact accounted for
84% of diagnosed HIV infections among female
adolescents and 86% of diagnosed HIV infec-
tions among female young adults.

Region: From 2012 through 2017, among adoles-
cents and young adults, the rates of diagnoses of
HIV infection in the Northeast, Midwest, and the
South decreased; the rates in the West increased.
In 2017, the rates for adolescents were 8.7 in the

South, 4.9 in the Midwest, 4.8 in the Northeast,
and 3.7 in the West. The rates for young adults
were 41.1 in the South, 23.5 in the Northeast,
22.2 in the West, and 20.2 in the Midwest.

Stage 3 (AIDS)

From 2012 through 2017, the annual number and rate
of infections classified as stage 3 (AIDS) among ado-
lescents and young adults in the United States
decreased (Table 2a). In 2017, the rate of infections
classified as stage 3 (AIDS) was 2.7.

» Age group: From 2012 through 2017, the rates
for adolescents and young adults decreased. In
2017, the rate was 0.7 for adolescents, and the
rate was 5.2 for young adults.

* Race/ethnicity: From 2012 through 2017, the
rates for black/African American and Hispanic/
Latino adolescents decreased. In 2017, the rate
for black/African American adolescents (3.2)
was 4 times the rate for Hispanic/Latino adoles-
cents (0.8). Please use caution when interpreting
data for American Indian/Alaska Native, Asian,
Native Hawaiian/other Pacific Islander, and
white adolescents, and adolescents of multiple
races: the numbers are small. From 2012 through
2017, the rates for Asian young adults increased.
The rates for black/African American, Hispanic/
Latino, and white young adults, and young adults
of multiple races decreased. In 2017, the rate for
blacks/African Americans (21.4) was more than 4
times the rate for Hispanics/Latinos (4.9) and
more than 15 times the rate for whites (1.4).
Please use caution when interpreting data for
American Indians/Alaska Natives and Native
Hawaiians/other Pacific Islanders: the numbers
are small.

* Sex: From 2012 through 2017, the rates for male
and female adolescents and male and female
young adults decreased. In 2017, the rate for male
adolescents (1.1) was nearly 4 times that for
female adolescents (0.3), and the rate for male
young adults (8.5) was nearly 5 times that for
female young adults (1.8).

* Males and transmission category: From 2012
through 2017, the annual number of infections
classified as stage 3 (AIDS) among male adoles-
cents with HIV infection attributed to male-to-
male sexual contact decreased. Please use caution
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when interpreting data for male adolescents with
infection attributed to injection drug use, male-to-
male sexual contact and injection drug use, or het-
erosexual contact: the numbers are small. The
number of infections classified as stage 3 (AIDS)
among male young adults with HIV infection
attributed to male-to-male sexual contact, injection
drug use, male-to-male sexual contact and injec-
tion drug use, or heterosexual contact decreased.

* Females and transmission category: From
2012 through 2017, the annual number of infec-
tions classified as stage 3 (AIDS) among female
adolescents with HIV infection attributed to het-
erosexual contact decreased. Please use caution
when interpreting data for female adolescents
with HIV infection attributed to injection drug
use: the numbers are small. The number of infec-
tions classified as stage 3 (AIDS) among female
young adults with HIV infection attributed to het-
erosexual contact decreased. The number of
infections classified as stage 3 (AIDS) among
female young adults with HIV infection
attributed to injection drug use remained stable.

* Region: From 2012 through 2017, among adoles-
cents and young adults, the rates of diagnosed
infections classified as stage 3 (AIDS) in the 4
regions of the United States decreased. In 2017,
the rates for adolescents were 1.0 in the South, 0.8
in the Northeast, 0.5 in the Midwest, and 0.4 in
the West. The rates for young adults were 8.0 in
the South, 4.2 in the Midwest, 3.7 in the North-
east, and 3.1 in the West.

Prevalence: Adolescents and Young Adults
Living with Diagnosed HIV Infection or with
Infection Ever Classified as Stage 3 (AIDS)

Prevalence of diagnosed HIV infection

From 2012 through 2016, the number and rates of
adolescents and young adults in the United States liv-
ing with diagnosed HIV infection decreased (Table
8a). At year-end 2016, 5,300 adolescents and 29,775
young adults were living with diagnosed HIV infec-
tion. The prevalence of diagnosed HIV infection was
18.1 for adolescents and 133.0 for young adults.

» Race/ethnicity: At year-end 2016, among ado-
lescents, the highest rate (80.9) and the largest
percentage (63%) were those for blacks/African

Americans. Among the remaining race/ethnicity
groups, the rates were 24.9 for adolescents of
multiple races, 15.7 for Hispanics/Latinos, 5.7 for
Asians, 4.4 for American Indians/Alaska Natives,
3.6 for whites, and 1.8 for Native Hawaiians/
other Pacific Islanders. Please use caution when
interpreting data for American Indians/Alaska
Natives and Native Hawaiians/other Pacific
Islanders: the numbers are small. Among young
adults, the highest rate (515.9) and the largest
percentage (57%) were those for blacks/African
Americans. Among the remaining race/ethnicity
groups, the rates were 230.2 for young adults of
multiple races, 136.5 for Hispanics/Latinos, 61.9
for American Indians/Alaska Natives, 51.5 for
Native Hawaiians/other Pacific Islanders, 34.4
for whites, and 32.3 for Asians.

Sex and transmission category: At year-end
2016, the rates were 21.7 for male adolescents,
14.3 for female adolescents, 209.9 for male young
adults, and 51.8 for female young adults. Among
a total of 3,252 male adolescents living with diag-
nosed HIV infection, 55% of infections were
attributed to male-to-male sexual contact, 35% to
perinatal transmission, 2% to heterosexual con-
tact, 2% to male-to-male sexual contact and injec-
tion drug use, and <1% to injection drug use.
Among a total of 2,048 female adolescents living
with diagnosed HIV infection, 66% of infections
were attributed to perinatal transmission, 21% to
heterosexual contact, and 2% to injection drug
use. Among a total of 24,132 male young adults
living with diagnosed HIV infection, 85% of
infections were attributed to male-to-male sexual
contact, 7% to perinatal transmission, 3% to het-
erosexual contact, 3% to male-to-male sexual
contact and injection drug use, and 1% injection
drug use. Among a total of 5,643 female young
adults living with diagnosed HIV infection, 58%
of infections were attributed to heterosexual con-
tact, 33% to perinatal transmission, and 7% to
injection drug use.

Region: At year-end 2016, among adolescents,
the prevalence rates were 24.0 in the Northeast,
23.4 in the South, 12.9 in the Midwest, and 9.8 in
the West. Among young adults, the prevalence
rates were 184.8 in the South, 139.1 in the North-
east, 93.0 in the Midwest, and 83.6 in the West.
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Prevalence of stage 3 (AIDS)

From 2012 through 2016, the number and rates of
adolescents and young adults living with infection
ever classified as stage 3 (AIDS) decreased (Table
9a). At year-end 2016, 935 adolescents and 5,952
young adults were living with infection ever classified
as stage 3 (AIDS). The prevalence of infection ever
classified as stage 3 (AIDS) was 3.2 for adolescents
and 26.6 for young adults.

* Race/ethnicity: At year-end 2016, among ado-
lescents, the highest rate (15.3) and the largest
percentage (67%) were those for blacks/African
Americans. Among the remaining race/ethnicity
groups, the rates were 4.8 for adolescents of mul-
tiple races, 2.6 for Hispanics/Latinos, 1.8 for
Native Hawaiians/other Pacific Islanders, 1.6 for
American Indians/Alaska Natives, 1.0 for Asians,
and 0.4 for whites. Please use caution when inter-
preting data for American Indians/Alaska
Natives, and Native Hawaiians/other Pacific
Islanders: the numbers are small. Among young
adults, the highest rate (111.6) and the largest
percentage (62%) were those for blacks/African
Americans. Among the remaining race/ethnicity
groups, the rates were 58.7 for young adults of
multiple races, 26.0 for Hispanics/Latinos, 11.4
for American Indians/Alaska Natives, 11.2 for
Native Hawaiians/other Pacific Islanders, 4.7 for
whites, and 4.3 for Asians. Please use caution
when interpreting data for Native Hawaiians/
other Pacific Islanders: the numbers are small.

* Sex and transmission category: At year-end
2016, the rates were 3.3 for male adolescents, 3.0
for female adolescents, 37.0 for male young
adults, and 15.6 for female young adults. Among a
total of 498 male adolescents, 59% of infections
were attributed to perinatal transmission, 32% to
male-to-male sexual contact, 2% to heterosexual
contact, 1% to male-to-male sexual contact and
injection drug use, and <1% to injection drug use.
Among a total of 437 female adolescents, 83% of
infections were attributed to perinatal transmis-
sion, 11% to heterosexual contact, and <1% to
injection drug use. Among a total of 4,255 male
young adults, 71% of infections were attributed to
male-to-male sexual contact, 21% to perinatal
transmission, 3% to heterosexual contact, 3% to
male-to-male sexual contact and injection drug

use, and <1% injection drug use. Among a total of
1,697 female young adults, 60% of infections were
attributed to perinatal transmission, 34% to hetero-
sexual contact, and 4% to injection drug use.

Region: At year-end 2016, among adolescents,
the prevalence rates were 4.4 in the South, 4.2 in
the Northeast, 2.0 in the Midwest, and 1.5 in the
West. Among young adults, the prevalence rates
were 37.3 in the South, 33.7 in the Northeast,
17.6 in the Midwest, and 12.8 in the West.

Data for Population of Area of Residence

* Diagnoses of HIV infection and population of

area of residence: From 2012 through 2017,
among male adolescents, the number of diagnoses
of HIV infection with infection attributed to male-
to-male sexual contact increased in metropolitan
areas (populations of 50,000-499,999) and in non-
metropolitan areas (populations <50,000), and
remained stable in metropolitan statistical areas
(populations >500,000) (Table 7). Among male
young adults, the number of diagnoses of HIV
infection with infection attributed to male-to-male
sexual contact increased in nonmetropolitan
areas, decreased in metropolitan statistical areas,
and remained stable in metropolitan areas. In
2016, metropolitan statistical areas accounted for
the largest percentages of adolescents (79%) and
young adults (73%) with infections attributed to
male-to-male sexual contact.

Prevalence of diagnosed HIV infection and
population of area of residence: At year-end
2016, among adolescents, prevalence was 21.0 in
metropolitan statistical areas, 10.7 in metropoli-
tan areas, and 7.0 in nonmetropolitan areas (Table
13). Among young adults, prevalence was 156.8
in metropolitan statistical areas, 78.7 in metropol-
itan areas, and 55.3 in nonmetropolitan areas.

Prevalence of stage 3 (AIDS) and population of
area of residence: At year-end 2016, among ado-
lescents, prevalence was 3.7 in metropolitan sta-
tistical areas, 1.6 in metropolitan areas, and 1.5 in
nonmetropolitan areas (Table 14). Among young
adults, prevalence was 31.3 in metropolitan sta-
tistical areas, 15.2 in metropolitan areas, and 10.8
in nonmetropolitan areas.
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Technical Notes

SURVEILLANCE OF HIV INFECTION

This report includes case report data for persons aged
13-24 years from 50 states, the District of Columbia,
and 6 U.S. dependent areas (American Samoa, Guam,
the Northern Mariana Islands, Puerto Rico, the
Republic of Palau, and the U.S. Virgin Islands) in
which laws or regulations require confidential report-
ing to the jurisdiction (not to CDC), by name, for
adults, adolescents, and children with confirmed diag-
noses of HIV infection. After the removal of person-
ally identifiable information, data from these reports
were submitted to CDC. Agreements between CDC
and state/local HIV surveillance programs regarding
the release of data require the suppression of small
numbers to ensure the confidentiality of personally
identifiable information.

TABULATION AND PRESENTATION OF DATA

The data in this report include information received by
CDC through December 31, 2018. The data are pre-
sented for adolescents and young adults aged 13-24
years with HIV infection diagnosed during 2012—
2017. The report also presents data for persons living
with diagnosed HIV infection (prevalence) as of
December 31 of the specified year.

Please use caution when interpreting reported num-
bers less than 12, as well as rates and trends based on
these numbers.

Diagnoses of HIV Infection and of Infection
Classified as Stage 3 (AIDS)

Data in this report were compiled from diagnoses of
HIV infection that were reported by the 50 states, the
District of Columbia, and 6 U.S. dependent areas to
CDC through December 31, 2018. Data from all areas
are included in tables displaying numbers and rates of
diagnoses of HIV infection and of diagnoses of infec-
tion classified as stage 3 (AIDS), by selected charac-
teristics, area of residence, region of residence, and
population of area of residence.

All jurisdictions report diagnoses of HIV infection
to CDC on the basis of guidelines for HIV case sur-
veillance. Both the 2008 and 2014 HIV case defini-
tions were used to classify HIV infection among

adolescents and young adults aged 13-24 years [1, 2].
The 2008 case definition was used to classify cases
diagnosed through 2013. The 2014 case definition
was used to classify cases diagnosed after 2013. HIV
diagnoses do not necessarily reflect when a person
became infected. HIV surveillance data may not be
representative of all persons with HIV because not all
infected persons have been (1) tested or (2) tested at a
time when the infection could be detected and diag-
nosed. Also, some states offer anonymous HIV test-
ing; the results of anonymous tests are not reported to
the confidential name-based HIV registries of state
and local health departments. Therefore, reports of
confidential test results may not represent all persons
who tested positive for HIV infection. Because of
reporting delays, the number of cases diagnosed in a
given year may be lower than the numbers presented
in later reports; however, fluctuations in the number
of diagnoses for a calendar year typically subside
after 2 to 3 years of reporting.

Prevalence: Persons Living with Diagnosed
HIV Infection and Persons Living with
Infection Ever Classified as Stage 3 (AIDS)

Prevalence of HIV infection was based on the number
of persons living with diagnosed HIV infection,
regardless of the stage of disease, and persons living
with infection ever classified as stage 3 (AIDS) at the
end of a given year during 2012-2016. The exclusion
of data from the most recent year allowed at least 24
months for deaths to be reported and for these deaths
to be factored into calculations of prevalence.

Age

The designation “adolescents” refers to persons aged
13 to 19 years; the designation “young adults” refers
to persons aged 20 to 24 years. For presentations of
data on persons living with diagnosed HIV infection
(Tables 8a/b, 10a/b, 11, 13, 17, and 19) and presenta-
tions of data on persons living with infection classi-
fied as Stage 3 (AIDS) (Tables 9a/b, 12, 14, 18, and
20), the age-group assignment (i.e., 13—19 years or
20-24 years) or the age designation (i.e., “adoles-
cents” or “young adults”) is based on the person’s age
as of December 31 of the specified year. For all other
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tables, the age designation or the specific age-group
assignment is based on the person’s age at the time of
diagnosis (HIV infection or infection classified as
stage 3 [AIDS]).

Age-group designations for transmission categories
in tables displaying data on prevalence are based on a
person’s age at the end of the specified year. That is,
the transmission categories among “adolescents and
young adults” in these tables include persons who
were children at the time of diagnosis but who were
aged 13-24 years at the end of the specified year.

Sex

Sex designations in this report are based on a person’s
sex at birth. Transgender is an umbrella term that is
used to identify persons whose sex assigned at birth
does not match current gender identity or expression.
Data for transgender persons are not presented in this
report because information on gender identity (a per-
son’s internal understanding of his or her gender or
the gender with which a person identifies) is not con-
sistently collected or documented in the data sources
used by HIV reporting jurisdictions. HI'V surveillance
personnel voluntarily collect this information, when
available, from sources such as case report forms sub-
mitted by health care or HIV testing providers and
medical records, or by matching with other databases
(e.g., Ryan White program data) in the health depart-
ment. In May 2012, CDC issued guidance to state and
local programs on methods for collecting data on
transgender persons and working with transgender-
specific data. However, characterization of HIV
infection among transgender persons may require
supplemental data from special studies.

Race and Ethnicity

The data presented in this report were collected by
using standards established by the Office of Manage-
ment and Budget (OMB) for the classification of fed-
eral data on race and ethnicity [3]. OMB called for
splitting Asian/Pacific Islander into 2 categories
(Asian and Native Hawaiian/other Pacific Islander)
and for collecting 2 categories of ethnicity (Hispanic
or Latino and not Hispanic or Latino) [3]. For presen-
tations of data on persons living with diagnosed HIV
infection by race/ethnicity (Tables 8a/b—14), the Asian
category includes cases in Asians/Pacific Islanders
that were reported before the implementation of the
new ethnic/racial categories in 2003 plus a small pro-

portion of cases in Asians and Native Hawaiians/other
Pacific Islanders that were reported after 2003 and

classified according to the old racial category (Asian/
Pacific Islander). Hispanics/Latinos can be of any race.

Geographic Designations

Geographic designations reflect the area of residence
at the time of diagnosis of HIV infection or at the time
of stage 3 (AIDS) classification. The 4 regions of
residence used in this report are defined by the U.S.
Census Bureau as follows:

Northeast: Connecticut, Maine, Massachusetts,
New Hampshire, New Jersey, New York,
Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, and Vermont

Midwest: Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas,
Michigan, Minnesota, Missouri, Nebraska, North
Dakota, Ohio, South Dakota, and Wisconsin

South: Alabama, Arkansas, Delaware, District of
Columbia, Florida, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana,
Maryland, Mississippi, North Carolina, Oklahoma,
South Carolina, Tennessee, Texas, Virginia, and
West Virginia

West: Alaska, Arizona, California, Colorado,
Hawaii, Idaho, Montana, Nevada, New Mexico,
Oregon, Utah, Washington, and Wyoming

U.S. dependent areas: American Samoa, Guam,
the Northern Mariana Islands, Puerto Rico, the
Republic of Palau, and the U.S. Virgin Islands

Metropolitan Statistical Areas

In the Federal Register for June 28, 2010, OMB pub-
lished revised standards for defining metropolitan sta-
tistical areas (MSAs) in federal statistical activities [4].
These standards, which provided for the identification
of MSAs in the United States and Puerto Rico, replaced
the 2000 standards. The adoption of the revised stan-
dards was effective as of June 28, 2010. On February
28, 2013, OMB announced new MSA delineations
based on the new standards and Census 2010 data [5].
The MSAs listed in these tables were defined according
to OMB’s most recent update (February 2013) of sta-
tistical areas. Table 7 (data on adolescents and young
adults with diagnosed HIV infection attributed to male-
to-male sexual contact, 2012—-2017) presents numbers
of diagnoses by population of area of residence. Tables
13—14 (data on adolescents and young adults living
with diagnosed infection or infection ever classified as
stage 3 [AIDS], year-end 2016) present numbers and
rates of prevalence by population of area of residence.
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Transmission Categories

Transmission category is the term for the classifica-
tion of cases that summarizes a person’s possible HIV
risk factors; the summary classification results from
selecting, from the presumed hierarchical order of
probability, the 1 (single) risk factor most likely to
have been responsible for transmission. For surveil-
lance purposes, a diagnosis of HIV infection is
counted only once in the hierarchy of transmission
categories. Persons with more than 1 reported risk
factor for HIV infection are classified in the transmis-
sion category listed first in the hierarchy. The excep-
tion is men who had sexual contact with other men
and injected drugs; this group makes up a separate
transmission category.

Persons whose transmission category is classified
as male-to-male sexual contact include men who have
ever had sexual contact with other men (i.e., homo-
sexual contact) and men who have ever had sexual
contact with both men and women (i.e., bisexual con-
tact). Persons whose transmission category is classi-
fied as heterosexual contact are persons who have
ever had heterosexual contact with a person known to
have, or to be at high risk for, HIV infection (e.g., per-
sons who inject drugs. The heterosexual contact trans-
mission category excludes men who have ever had
sexual contact with both men and women.

Tables of prevalence data include a separate trans-
mission category of adolescents and young adults
with HIV infection attributed to perinatal transmis-
sion. The category includes persons infected through
perinatal transmission but aged 13-24 years during
the specified year.

Cases of HIV infection reported without a risk
factor listed in the hierarchy of transmission catego-
ries are classified as “no identified risk (NIR).”
Cases classified as NIR include cases that are being
followed up by local health department staff; cases
in persons whose risk-factor information is missing
because they died, declined to be interviewed, or
were lost to follow-up; and cases in persons who
were interviewed or for whom other follow-up
information was available but for whom no risk fac-
tor was identified.

Because a substantial proportion of cases of HIV
infection is reported to CDC without an identified
risk factor, multiple imputation is used to assign a
transmission category [6]. Multiple imputation is a
statistical approach in which each missing transmis-

sion category is replaced with a set of plausible val-
ues that represent the uncertainty about the true, but
missing, value [7]. Each resulting data set contain-
ing the plausible values is analyzed by using stan-
dard procedures, and the results from these analyses
are then combined to produce the final results. In
tables displaying transmission categories, multiple
imputation was used.

Rates

Rates per 100,000 population were calculated for

(1) the numbers of diagnoses of HIV infection and
infections classified as stage 3 (AIDS) and (2) the
numbers of persons living with diagnosed HIV infec-
tion and persons living with infection ever classified as
stage 3 (AIDS).

The population denominators used to compute
these rates for the 50 states, the District of Columbia,
and Puerto Rico were based on the Vintage 2017
postcensal estimates file (for years 2012-2017) from
the U.S. Census Bureau [8]. The population denomi-
nators for American Samoa, Guam, the Northern
Mariana Islands, the Republic of Palau, and the U.S.
Virgin Islands were based on estimates and projec-
tions from the U.S. Census Bureau’s International
Data Base [9]. Each rate was calculated by dividing
the total number of diagnoses (or prevalence) for the
calendar year by the population for that calendar year
and then multiplying the result by 100,000. The
denominators used for calculating the rates specific
to age, sex, and race/ethnicity were computed by
applying the appropriate vintage estimates for age,
sex, and race/ethnicity for the 50 states and the
District of Columbia [8]. The same method was used
to calculate the denominators for Puerto Rico, with
the exception of race/ethnicity estimates; these data
are not available for Puerto Rico (see next para-
graph). For the other 5 U.S. dependent areas, esti-
mates from the U.S. Census Bureau’s International
Data Base were used for age- and sex-specific popu-
lation denominators [9].

CDC currently does not provide subpopulation rates
by race/ethnicity for the 6 U.S. dependent areas
because the U.S. Census Bureau does not collect infor-
mation from all U.S. dependent areas. Rates for trans-
mission categories are not provided in this report
because of the absence of denominator data from the
U.S. Census Bureau, the source of data used for calcu-
lating all rates in this report.
