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Supplemental Symptom Analysis
Methods
After fitting our primary multivariable model, we undertook an exploratory analysis to examine whether any symptoms were significantly associated with increased risk of hospitalization. Symptoms were not included in our primary analysis due to increased missingness of data and because symptoms were obtained at variable times during the course of illness, including after hospitalization. We fit models including HIV status, race/ethnicity, age quartile, current gender, and each symptom separately to assess the association with hospitalization. 
Results
Symptoms associated with risk of hospitalization (Supplemental Table 3) included lymphadenopathy (RR 2.4, 95% CI: 1.5–3.7), vomiting (RR 2.3, 1.5–3.5), and abdominal pain (RR 2.1, 95% CI: 1.6–2.7). Rectal symptoms were also associated with hospitalization including rectal pain (RR 1.6, 95% CI: 1.1–2.1), rectal bleeding (RR 1.5, 95% CI 1.1–2.0), pus or blood in stools (RR 1.5, 1.2–2.1), and proctitis (RR 1.6, 1.2–2.0).
