Supplemental Information: Survey text regarding vaccinations
There are two vaccines in the United States that protect against smallpox. Because the virus that causes mpox is related to the virus that causes smallpox, these vaccines can also be used to protect against mpox.
The first vaccine - ACAM2000 - is a one-dose vaccine that uses a live virus that causes a very mild infection and results in strong protection. However, it has significant safety concerns for the person who receives it (e.g., myocarditis and pericarditis rates are reported by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) at 5.7 per 1000 vaccines, post-vaccinia encephalitis rates are reported at 12.3 cases per 1 million vaccines; death has also been reported in very rare cases) and close contacts especially if they have immune system disorders (including HIV), or certain skin conditions. In addition, it will leave a scar. There is enough vaccine to protect anyone who needs it.
The second vaccine - JYNNEOS - is a two-dose vaccine series (4 weeks apart) that has fewer safety concerns, but effectiveness is measured by the immune response rather than prevention of infection, and the supply is limited.
Only JYNNEOS has been FDA licensed for the prevention of mpox but ACAM2000 has been shown to be effective.
