 Appendix A: Exposure Definition in States with Variable EITC Structures
The Wisconsin EITC follows the structure of the federal EITC, but its value varies with the number of dependents. In these analyses, the EITC value assigned to Wisconsin reflects the amount received by households with two dependents; this was 14% from 1996–2010 and 11% from 2011 onward.  Minnesota’s working family credit is similar to the federal EITC but is more dependent on household income than the federal credit; we used the mean state benefit received by households in Minnesota that qualified for the benefit, which was 33% of the federal credit from 2000–2016. The structure of the California EITC differs from the federal benefit in that the value of the credit increases more sharply at a lower income and begins to phase out at a lower income-level than the federal. California did not introduce the state EITC until 2015 and benefits were not received until 2016 meaning the difference in structure had minimal impact on the analysis; consequently, we did not account for differences in the EITC structure.
