Supplementary Methods
Data for this study were obtained from the Merative® MarketScan® Commercial and Medicare Supplemental Research Databases (https://www.merative.com/documents/brief/marketscan-explainer-general). These databases are deidentified and represent a very large convenience sample of claims from outpatient visits and prescriptions for >19 million commercially-insured employees, dependents, and retirees throughout the United States in 2023. MarketScan® represents one of the largest collections of such data in the United States and captures patient interactions across the full spectrum of healthcare. We conducted analyses using the MarketScan® Treatment Pathways web-based analytic tool and SAS software (version 9.4; SAS Institute). 
For the analysis, case-patients were defined as those with a pityriasis versicolor (PV) diagnosis during 2022 and were required to have continuous insurance enrollment in the 365 days before and 7 days after incident diagnosis date and no PV diagnosis during the 365 days before their 2022 incident diagnosis. Control-patients were defined as those without a PV diagnosis during 2022 and were required to have at least one outpatient visit during 2022, no PV diagnosis on or in the 365 days before their first outpatient visit in 2022 (index date), and continuous insurance enrollment in the 365 days before and 7 days after their index date. We used multivariable logistic regression models to adjust for potential confounders (i.e., age, sex, and region) while assessing variables of interest. Codes used to identify PV, other conditions, and diagnostic testing are listed in the table below.
