	Measurement of new flooring material typically with a pencil, tape measure, chalk and square and placement or “laying” of new material in order to achieve the appropriate fit and pattern prior to installation

	Mixing of dry grout, mortar, or thin-set with water or other solvent prior to use
	Mixing of dry thin-set with water or other solvent prior to use

	Trowel 
	Use of a trowel to apply thin-set, adhesive, or mortar to flooring material

	Cutting tile with a knife or ceramic tile cutter and laying over mortared surface 
	Cutting and Laying of tiles or rolled vinyl with a knife or tile cutter over adhesive 
	Hammer wood boards, or pieces together and then nailing or gluing to install. This is commonly referred to as “racking”
