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In the article “Effect of the Healthy Schools Program on Preval-
ence of Overweight and Obesity in California Schools,
2006-2012,” an error appeared in the last paragraph of the Res-
ults section. The second to last sentence in that paragraph erro-
neously stated the decline in overweight and obesity as 3%. That
sentence should read as follows:

In models looking at dose rather than duration of program
exposure, overweight and obesity declined by 0.3% with
each additional contact with the program (TTA and HSP na-
tional advisor combined, P = .046 and P = .014 for over-
weight and obesity outcomes, respectively).
