In the combined model, older children, children diagnosed with Intellectual Disability, and children living in a household where the highest educated member had finished high school (compared to not graduating high school) were less likely to have mild ASD than moderate ASD (all p’s <.05).  Non-Hispanic black children, compared to Non-Hispanic white children (p<.05), were more likely to have severe ASD than moderate ASD, while children diagnosed with depression were less likely to have severe ASD than moderate ASD (p<.05).
