Vaccination of railroad eniployees an Jfexican frontier.

Acting Assistant Surgeon Hamilton, at Laredo, reports June 5 as
follows: In reference to a railroad employee having broken out with
smallpox within two days after arrival in the United States, I quote
you part of reply of railroad superintendent to whom I wrote, stating
the facts, with request to have emplovees running into Mexico vacci-
nated: "He went to hospital sick, and nothing more was thought of
his case than any other sick employee coming to the hospital. After
he had been there a day or two the doctor found that he had smallpox,
and be was removed from hospital. I am to-day writing our chief
surgeon regarding the vaccination of the employees. A copy of reply
from the chief surgeon was received by me to-day from the superin-
tendent, the substance of which is, that although he knows of no local-
ity on the line where smallpox prevails, yet in the interest of public
health those employees not protected as stated should be vaccinated.
He therefore issues instructions that all employees crossing into Texas
be vaccinated without delay. The chief surgeon has instructed local
surgeons accordinglv."

Report from Hongkong-Plague and #Rmallpox- Cholera-Plague in
Canton.

Passed Assistant Surgeon McMullen reports, May 8, as follows:
During the week ended May 2, 1903, five vessels were inspected and
issued bills of health: 315 crew and 32 steerage passengers were bathed
and 351 pieces of baggage disinfected. The number of plague cases
reported during this week was the largest so far reported, and was
probably influenced bv the warm rainy weather which prevailed. Of
the 95 reported cases, 93 were Chinese, 1 Jew, and an Indian, with a
total of 83 deaths for the week.
The other communicable diseases reported during this week were as

follows: Cholera, 2 cases with no deaths (1 European and 1 Chinese);
1 case each of diphtheria and enteric fever (European and Chinese),
and one fatal case of smallpox (Chinese). This is the first cholera
reported in the colony this year, but two cases are reported in Canton.
Consul-General McU ade, at Canton, repoits that there is now an out-
break of plague in Canton, which made its appearance only a few days
ago, but has rapidly increased and over a0 deaths have occurred.

Smallpox on steamA.hip Korea, from San Franei8co via Mandla.
The S. S. Korea, from San Francisco, arrived fromn Manila on the

4th instant with six cases of smallpox among the steerage, reported as
having occurred after leaving Manila. The vessel was sent to the
quarantine anchorage for treatment by the local authorities and is yet
held there.
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COLOMBIA.

Reportfrom Bocas del Toro, fruit pot-&nallpox- Vaccination.

Acting Assistant Surgeon Osterhout reports as follows: Week ended

Minister Squiers at Habana reports, June 6, for the month of April
as follows: There was a slight increase in the death rate as com-
pared witlh the preceding thirty davs, attributable to enteric fever,
but it was lower than that of the same month of 1902. There has been
no smallpox since July, 1900, and no yellow fever since September,
1901, and there has been a progressive decrease in malarial diseases,
but with regard to tuberculosis the conditions have not been satis-
factory.

bay and 196 cases (156 deaths) in Karachi.
HRonqkong.--During the three weeks from 29th iMarch to 18th April

there occurred in Hongkong 142 cases of plague, with 128 deaths-
1 European, 5 Indians (coolies), and 136 Chinese.
British South Africa.-According to the weekly bulletins there

were registered between the 12th and 25th of April in Port Elizabeth
15 cases of plague; in King Williams Town, 5 cases; in East London,
2 cases.

Cholera.

Turkey.-Between the 4th and 11th of May there were registered
in Damascus 6 cases of cholera (with 5 deaths).
According to the official weekly bulletin regarding cholera in Syria,

there occurred between the 11th and 17th of May, 3 cases of cholera
in Damascus (with 2 deaths), making a total, up to the 15th of May, of
94 cases and 84 deaths.

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Death rate of Berlitn.

The death rate of Berlin for the week ended May 16 was lower
than it has been since the beginning of April, and amounted, calcu-
lated upon the year, to 13.9 per thousand of the population, as com-
pared with 16.3 in the foregoing week; this rate being also considerably
lower than that for the corresponding week of last year, in which it
amounted to 16.4. Of the large German cities, during this week,
only the followine showed more favorable figures than Berlin, namely:
Duisseldorf, Ch Iottenburg (with 10.5), and Sch6neberg (with 7.8 per
thousand). The death rate of the following places was considerably
higher than that of Berlin, viz: Dresden, Leipzig, Frankfurt-am-
Main, Cologne, Hamburg, Breslau, Brunswick, Munich, Nuremberg,
Stuttgart, Carlsruhe, as well as London, Paris, and Vienna. The
decrease in the number of deaths was mainly among children in the
first year of life. The mortality rate among infants fell since the fore-
going week from 5.2 to 3.3 per year and mille, being thereby only
about one-third of that of Chemnitz and Nuremberg and hardly half
that of Munich. Acute intestinal diseases caused 41 deaths. Acute
diseases of the respiratory organs claimecd 34 victims (as compared
with 64 in the foregoing week). For the first time during the present
vear there were no deaths from influenza. Eighty-six persons died
of phthisis pulmonalis and 46 persons succumbed to cancer. There
were further registered 2 deaths from diphtheria and 8 deaths from
scarlet fever. Measles claimed 7 victims. Sixteen persons died by
violence.

Reports from Yokohama-Plagute on Steamship Kagashkima ilfaru,
fronm Bombay.

Assistant Surgeon Moore reports, May 15 and 21, as follows: During
the week ended May 9, 1903, bills of health were issued to seven ves-
sels, having an aggregate personnel of 608 crew and 1,062 passengers;
372 steerage passengers were bathed, and 619 pieces of baggage were
disinfected.

steerage passengers were bathed, and 746 pieces of baggage were dis-
infected.
During the above period two fatal cases of plague occurred in

Yokohama. No new cases have since been reported.

Recerreence ofplague in Yokohama.

Assistant Surgeon Moore reports, May 18, as follows: According to
an official communication received this day by the United States con-
sul-eneral from the governor of Kanagawa Ken, plague has again
ma e its appearance in Yokohama. Two cases of the disease are
reported, both having occurred on the 12th instant and having proved
fatal on the 14th instaint. The patients lived in separate residences at
some distance from the chief centers of shipping activity. I believe
that strict measures of isolation and disinfection are being enforced.

MEXICO.

Report from Coatzacoalco8-Sanitary measures undertaken.

Consular Agent Stubbs reports, May 30, as follows: A few months
ago the contractors for the Coatzacoalcos Port Works, the Tehuante-
pec National Railwav, and the Salina Cruz Port Works (on the Pacific
side of the Tehuantepec Railway), in view of preventing a repetition
of the epidemic that visited this port during the months of May and
June of the vears 1900 and 1902, arranged to combine with the
municipal authiorities in an effort to thoroughly purify Coatzacoalcos.
The medical officer of the companv took charge of .this work, which

was cominenced early in the month of April of the present year and
has progressed steadily up to the present date.
The port of Coatzacoalcos is situated on the west bank of the river

of the same name, directly at its juncture with the sea, and the resi-
dence portion, situated on a sandy knoll, has an elevation of 44 feet
above sea level, gradually sloping to the south to an elevation of 7
feet in the lower portion of the town, the mean elevation being about
23 feet.
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To the south of the town, about half a mile from the lower portion
of it, a swamp existed, extending some miles up the river. As is well
known, these swamps in tropical countries are the breeding places of
innumerable mosquitoes. The contractors, however, had agreed to fill
in this swamp, and at the present date have filled in over half a square
mile with sand pumped from the river, the existing vegetation having.
of course, been first cleared from it. This, naturally, decreased the
number of breeding places of the mosquitoes. While this was being
effected the problem that pr'esented itself was the getting rid of the
further breeding places of the mosquito. This, in a measure, has
been effected by a general clearing up of all debris, such as old bottles,
cans, broken glassware, etc., among which it is well known that the
mosquito breeds. The surface and subsoil of Coatzacoalcos being
pure sand, and the town itself situated on a slope, there are no deposits
of water which could form other breeding places.
A force of men has been at work cleaning up the streets generally

and removing all garbage and debiis to a safe distance from the town,
where same is burned or buried. A number of drains leading to the
river have been found defective and the owners have been compelled
to repair same. All closets which, upol inspection, were conisidered
to be a menace to the general health conditions, were ordered to be
closed until necessary repairs were completed.
No case of yellow fever has originated in Coatzacoalcos since the

above work was started, although, of course, it is impossible to say
whether this is due to improved sanitation and the above methods of
combating the evil or to other causes over which we have no control.
Neverthe1ess, it is confidently hoped and expected that the experience
gained during the present year will make possible a more vigorous
and effective campaign during the early months of the coming year,
so that epidemic yellow fever in the port of Coatzacoalcos may be
considered as being a remote possibility.

Health condition8 at GOaymas Quarantine against Aazatlan.

Consul Agent Crocker, at Guaymas, reports June 1 as follows: The
health of this port remains good. Quarantine against Mazatlan is still
in force.

LICEAGA.

Reportfrom Progreso-Sanitary ccnditions-Inspection of vessels.

Acting Assistant Surgeon Harrison reports, May 30, as follows:
The population of Progreso is between 4,000 and 5,000, composed

chiefly of Spaniards, Mexicans, and native Indians, with a small number
of English-speaking people. The elevation of the town site is low; the soil
apparentlya coral sand. Water for drinking is obtained from the house
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tops during the rains and stored in cisterns, while that for toilet use
is from wells and is quite brackish and hard. The streets are kept
fairlv free from trash and garbage by frequently cleaning with brooms,
the collected garbage being deposited on the shore outside the town.
Commodes inispected were clean and not offensive, some being supplied
with water-flushing apparatus, others being simply open pits. The
houses, business and residence, are mostly close together, colnsist of
one story, resting directly on the ground, that is, without ventilating
space between soil and floor, and abut directly on the narrow sidewalk.
These houses, as seen from the street, are small, close together, and
poorly ventilated.

Diseases reported in Progreso and surrounding country for ten days
ending May 30, 1903, are as follows: Bronchitis, enteritis, tuberculo-
sis, whooping cough, pneumonia, traumatic tetanus, but no case of
quarantinable disease. Some cases, eight or ten, of yellow fever in
Merida.

During the pre-
vious week there were 8 new cases reported; on May 25 there were 2
cases under treatment, making a total of 26 cases under treatment
during the last two weeks ended June 6, 1903. During the same
period there were i4 deaths from yellow fever.
There are under treatment, at the present time, 9 cases at the civil

hospital, 3 cases at the Mexican Central Hospital, 2 cases at their
respective homes; naking a total of 14 cases under treatment.
The infection seems to be confined to three different localities, and

with the exception of 2 cases, a German carpenter and a Swede civil
engineer, the cases occurring up to this date have been among the
poorer classes of natives. the business portion of the town appar-
ently remains clear of infection.

Repoyrtfrom Vera aruz-lortality stati8tws- Yellaw fever.
Assistant Surgeon Goldberger reports, June 1 and 8, as follows:

During the week ended May 30, 1903, there was officiallv recorded a

total of 40 deaths in this city, of which 4 were due to yellow fever. 3
to pernicious fever, 2 to rem;ittent fever, aind 6 to tubercilosis. The
sanitary condition of the city has undergone no miaterial changre.
During the week ended June 6, 1903, there was recoided in this city

a total of 43 deaths, of which 8 were due to yellow fevei, 2 to remit-
tent fe-er, 5 to tuberculosis, 5 to entero-cilitis, and 3 to tetanus.
The infection of yellow fever is scatter-ed over the cit+ and the

numiiber of cases reported is increasing, daily. Durinig the week titnder
considerationi 26 cases were reported, whereas duiring the seven dalys
ended May 30 there were reported 17; during the week precedinig,
only 12.
The authorities are Atriving to put the city inito a better' sanitary

condition, but on account of the scarcity of labor progress is slow.

Outbreak of an epidemtic dbaw,:ese in Yweatan.

Consul Thompson, at Progreso, reports, May 13, the outbreak of an
epidemic disease resenmbling influenza of a highly contagious and
malignant type. The disease was first reported amloing Chinese and
Mexican laborers, lately imported, emploved oII plantations iiear the
interior town of Teket. It has caused several deaths. which occurred
in rapid succession. In most cases contagion was traced to attendanice
upon the sick. The Government took immnediate measuries to check
the spread of the disease, besides providing suiitable imedical as.sistance
and sending a delegate of the State board of health to investigate anid
report.
