Supplemental Box 1. Key Definitions for the Purposes of This Review 

	Community Health Worker: A community health worker is a frontline public health worker who is a trusted member of and/or has an unusually close understanding of the community served. This trusting relationship enables the worker to serve as a liaison/link/intermediary between health/social services and the community to facilitate access to services and improve the quality and cultural competence of service delivery.1
Theory: a set of analytical principles or statements designed to structure our observation, understanding and explanation of the world.” Theories include models and frameworks, but models and framework are considered more descriptive than explanatory when compared with the theories from which they are derived.15
Implementation Science: The scientific study of methods to promote the systematic uptake of research findings and other evidence based practices into routine practice, and, hence, to improve the quality and effectiveness of health services.80
Implementation Theory: Change theories that link theory specifically to a given problem, audience, and context.20 Theory developed by implementation researchers or commonly used in the implementation science field.15
Classic Theory: Theory that originates from a field other than implementation science (e.g., health promotion, psychology, public health, organizational management).15
